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10. The Second Hard Disk

The second Harddisk doubles the recording length of your HDU. After the
Expander is inctalled in your system the first time, it is necessery to
initialize the recording directory of the HDU. Therefore proceed as
described in the HDU manual Section K 2 (INITDIR).

before. If you do this on Page O, you will see thst the bars in the
trackdisplay now rmove with half the speed as before.
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
